She makes regular appearances as a soloist at the most important venues
and festivals (Salle Pleyel and Theatre des Champs Elysées — Paris, Carnegie Hall - New York, City

Flutist Janos Balint was born in 1961 in Hungary. He graduated from Franz Liszt Academy of Music in Budapest in 1984.
After graduating he had postgradual studies with Andras Adorjan. He won many awards at international competitions
at that time (Ancona, Leipzig). He was the solo flutist of the Hungarian Radio Symphony Orchestra between 1981-1991
and the Hungarian National Philharmonic Orchestra 2000-2007. In 1986 he became a soloist of the Cziffra Foundation
and his international career was started. He has attended important European festivals and concert halls (London,
Paris,Bratislava, Roma, Assissi, Moscow, Helsinki, Salzburg, Budapest). He has performed at Israel, the United States,
Taiwan, Japan and Korea. And he has also performed with partners like Ruggero Ricci, Gervase de Peyer, Pierre Pierlot,
Georges Cziffra, Tamas Vasary, Andras Adorjan, Ransom Wilson, Susan Milan, Aurele Nicolet, Alain Marion and Jean
Claude Gerard and with ensembles and orchestras like the English Chamber Orchestra, the Radio Orchestra of Bratislava,
‘The European Soloists from Luxembourg’ Chamber Orchestra, Kodaly Quartet and with the most important Hungarian
symphony and chamber orchestras. He regularly makes radio and TV recordings and takes part in live concerts
transmitted by the media. He has been invited to perform at many important flute conventions: Paris, Frankfurt, Riva
del Garda, Boston, Tokyo, London. He has exclusive contracts with the German Capriccio publishing company and with
the Japanese Pearl flute maker company. He has made recordings with the Hungarian Hungaroton as well. He has
made recordings with the Hungarian Hungaroton and with the German Capriccio company. He has regularly judged
at important international flute and chamber music competitions (Hungary, Poland, Germany, Italy, Serbia, Slovenia,
Romania, Taiwan, USA, Japan). His music publications are issued by the Accord Company. He worked as flute professor
for: Respighi Academy of Rome (1987-92), Music College of University at Szeged (1990-2000), Academia Musicale of
Rovigo (1994-2001). Also worked as artistic director of Auer Summer Academy of Music at Veszprém (1998-2005),
director of Doppler Institute at Budapest (1999-2008), Academia Musicale of Imola in Italy (2001-2007), professor
at Hochschule fiir Musik Detmold in Germany (2003-now), professor of Franz Liszt Music Academy at Budapest
(1996-1997, 2009-2012). He does 8-10 masterclasses a year all over the world: Sibellius Academy Helsinki -
Finland, Musichochschule Wien - Austria, Trinity College London - England and he also has regular masterclasses
in Horn - Austria (Allegro Vivo Festival), Diekirch — Luxembourg (Spectrum 87 Festival), Suvereto - Italy (SuverArt
Festival). He has founded the Hungarian Auer Summer Academy of Veszprém and he is the artistic leader of it. He is
the founder and director of Doppler Flute institute at Budapest. He has a wide repertory (the whole flute literature)
from baroque to contemporary including more than a thousand pieces. He performs about 100-120 pieces from this
repertory a year. These pieces include concerts, pieces with orchestra, with strings, guitar, harp, piano and voice. To
make this wide repertory richer he often makes his own transcriptions. Many contemporary composers have written
pieces for him and he got awards for the interpretation of these pieces.

This duo has
given over a hundred concerts in various festivals all over France, as well as in Italy and in Northern
Europe. It has recorded two CDs: “A Century of Romantic Music” and “A Century of French Music”.
F. Bellon is currently teaching flute and chamber music at the Conservatoire de Meudon near Paris,
where she welcomes new students to her class.

He performs in concerts as a soloist and as a chamber musician and both in Poland and abroad works with
many renowned orchestras. As a soloist he played among others at the Carnegie Hall, Musikverein Goldener
Saal and the Wiener Konzerthaus, the Konzerthaus Berlin, the Gasteig Carl Orff Saal and the Herkulessaal
in Munich.

He taught many local and international performing art courses, he has
given presentations at several universities abroad within the scope of the Erasmus Mobility Programme. Many of
his students perform with leading orchestras in the Czech Republic and abroad. He was the dean of the Faculty
of Music at Janacek Academy of Performing Arts and Music from 2008-2012. He has been the vice-rector of the
Janacek Academy of Performing Arts and Music since 2018.

He is also working intensively on his conducting activity, as the head of larger ensembles (for example, the
Dechova harmonie at the Janacek Academy of Performing Arts and Music, the Ensemble Opera Diversa, the
Janacek Ensemble, the Janacek Academy Orchestra). He has performed at several concerts in the Czech Republic
and abroad. He had his debut performance with the Brno Philharmonicin 2012. In 2013, he led the world premiere
of the instrumental version of Janacek’s Diary of the One who Disappeared at the Janacek Festival at the University
of North Texas (concerts in Brno and Denton - USA). He also recorded the “Klein, Spilka, Zouhar, Haas” CD with the
Ensemble Opera Diversa in the same year. He made his debut performance with the wind instrument harmony
at the North Bohemian Philharmonic in Teplice in 2014 and then another debut performance with the Prague
Philharmonic one year later. In 2016, he performed Mozart's Magic Flute with Run OperRun and studied the
Marriage of Figaro by the same composer at the Inspiration Theatre (Opera studio at the Music and Dance Faculty
of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague). In 2017, he conducted the Prague Philharmonic at an evening
concert, which he concluded with a bachelor’s cycle in conducting at the Music and Dance Faculty at the Academy
of Performing Arts in Prague. He has been leading the Festival Clarinet Ensemble (concerts during the Prague
Clarinet Days) since 2017. He has been organizing concerts with the Janac¢ek Ensemble, the Dechova harmonie
HF JAMU and other chamber ensembles.
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Ensemble Opera Diversa

Ensemble Opera Diversa je nezévisly soubor profesionalnich hudebnikl a zpévakad, ktefi se
soustfedi na objevné hudebni a divadelni programy. Vedle klasické tvorby je jddrem &innosti
plvodni komorni hudba a opery z dilny Ondieje Kyase a Pavla Drabka. Od pocatk( (1999)
se ze souboru vyvinula hudebni spole¢nost, kterd uskutecriuje kolem dvaceti vystoupeni
a predstaveni ro¢né. Na svém konté ma sedm celovecernich oper, dvé desitky autorskych
minioper, desitku pavodnich orchestralnich skladeb a velké mnozstvi klasického repertoaru.
Ensemble Opera Diversa se sklada z komorniho orchestru, sélistl, zpévakd, hercl a péveckého
sboru Ensemble Versus pod vedenim Vladimira Manase. Ten je rovnéz uméleckym vedoucim
celého souboru. Komorni orchestr vznikl v roce 2005, od pocétku jej vede koncertni mistr Jan
Bélohlavek. Ensemble Opera Diversa uvadi ve vlastni produkci obvykle tfi az pét tematickych
koncertnich projektd.

o dialog s otevienym poslucha¢em.

The Ensemble Opera Diversa is an independent collective of professional musicians and
singers focusing on creating and performing innovative music and vocal projects. Apart
from classical music the core of its activities lies in the operas and music theatre work of the
founding members Ondfej Kyas and Pavel Drabek. Since its beginnings in 1999, the ensemble
has developed into a music society that realises around twenty music or opera performances
every year. Its repertoire comprises seven full-length operatic productions, twenty original
minioperas, a dozen bespoke orchestral works and a large number of classical works. The
Ensemble Opera Diversa comprises a chamber orchestra, soloists, singers, actors and the small
vocal choir Ensemble Versus (led by Vladimir Manas). The chamber orchestra was founded in
2005 and has been led by its concertmaster Jan Bélohlavek. Every year, the orchestra presents
generally five thematic concert programmes in their own production. Individual concerts usually
combine 20% century music with new works, predominantly by the in-house composer of the
Ensemble Opera Diversa Ondiej Kyas and other affiliated authors. In their search for a refined
poetics, the ensemble produces innovative programmes with a special appeal to its audiences.
Avoiding banal and notoric pieces as well as the mainstream of contemporary classical music,
the Ensemble Opera Diversa’s dramaturgy and musical interpretation aim at a fresh dialogue
with the inquisitive listener.

a poté vystudovala dirigovani na Janackové

se zUcastnila soutéznich dirigentskych kurzd v Ostravé pod vedenim Zsolta Nagye a stala se
jejich vitézkou. V letech 2003-2004 studovala v rakouském Grazu na Universitat fur Musik und
darstellende Kunst v dirigentské tfidé Martina Siegharta. V rdmci tohoto stipendijniho pobytu
byla vybrana k aktivni Gi¢asti na mezinarodnim festivalu International Week konaném v Grazu, kde
spolupracovala s univerzitnim symfonickym orchestrem. Do velké miry se zaméfuje predevsim
na uvadéni soudobé operni tvorby (Zirafi opera Markéty Dvorakové, MrTva Markéty Dvoiakové
a Ivo Medka, opery Josefa Berga). Spolu s Tomasem Krej¢im pUsobi jako dirigentka orchestru
Mladi brnénsti symfonikové. Od roku 2006 pravidelné spolupracuje se souborem Ensemble
Opera Diversa, s nimz vedle koncertnich projekt uvedla v premiéie opery dua Pavel Drabek
a Ondfej Kyas Dynovy démon ve vegetarianské restauraci (2010), Ponava (Zmizelé reky, 2013)
a Carodgj a jeho sluha (2016).

The conductor Gabriela Tardonova comes from Karvina. As a five years old, she became a member
of exclusive ensemble Permonik. In 1998 she graduated at Ostrava university in choral conducting
and after that she studied conducting at Janacek Academy of Music and Performing Arts Brno
in class of Rostislav Haliska a Lubomir Matl. In 2002 she attended master conducting courses
in Ostrava led by Zsolt Nagy and won. Between 2003 and 2004 Tardonova studied in Graz at
Universitat fir Musik und darstellende Kunst at the class of Martin Sieghart. During these studies,
she was chosen to participate at festival called International Week (Graz), where she worked with
university symphonic orchestra. To a great measure she focuses on presenting contemporary
opera production (e.g. Zirafi opera by Markéta Dvoiakova, MrTvéa by Markéta Dvorakova and Ivo
Medek, operas by Josef Berg). She works together with Tomas Krej¢i while conducting orchestra
called Mladi brnénsti symfonikové. Since 2006 Tardonova regularly cooperates with Ensemble
Opera Diversa, with which among concert projects premiered operas of duo Pavel Drabek and
Ondfej Kyas called Dyriovy démon ve vegetaridnské restauraci (2010), Ponava (Zmizelé feky) (2013)
a Carodgj a jeho sluha (2016). Very successfully she produced also latest diverse opera production
of Jsem knézna blazn( by Lenka Nota and Olga Sommerova. In last three years she works as a chief
conductor of Ensemble Opera Diversa and in orchestral projects. Led by her, ensemble achieved
very compact sound. Even though orchestra does not have permanent members out of principle,
the band of its players gradually turns into a perfectly coordinated ensemble, which goes with the
energy to the less usual places of the musical repertoire of the 20™ and 21 centuries.

Orchestr Czech Virtuosi je opakované zvan na prestizni evropské festivaly do Francie (Pafiz, Fenétrange,
Dijon, Antibes), Rakouska (Viden, Salzburg), Némecka (Festspiele Europdische Wochen Passau), Belgie,
Holandska, Spanélska, Italie (Rim, Perugia, Vatikan), Polska (mezinarodni festival Musica Sacromontana
v polské Gastyni) a dalsi. Ve svém ,ryzim” obsazeni — 33 hracd - absolvovali Virtuosi v r. 2003 koncertni
turné do Japonska a nasledné v letech 2010 a 2011 v baroknim obsazeni bez dirigenta, pod uméleckym
vedenim koncertniho mistra Pavla Wallingera.

K nejprestiznéjsim nabidkam poslednich let patii nejcastéji opakovana pozvani Czech Virtuosi na koncerty
ve Francii. Na celoro¢nim Festivalu ceské hudby ve francouzském Dijonu v roce 2015 nastudovali
a s obrovskym uspéchem provedli v mezinarodnim obsazeni operu L. Janacka Kata Kabanova a o tfi roky
pozdéji mistrovu Jeji pastorkyni, s reprizou ve francouzském Caen. Mezitim, v roce 2016, s dirigentem
a soucasné solistou Stefanem Veselkou provedli Czech Virtuosi Mozart(iv klavirni koncert a Dvofakovu
8. symfonii. Kazdoroc¢né se viak téleso ucastni i dalsich festival(i na padé Francie.

Vice nez polovinu ze svych zhruba 30-35 koncertli absolvuji Czech Virtuosi v ¢eskych méstech. V Sukové sini
Rudolfina jiz dvakrat vystoupili v ramci festivalu ,Classic and Jazz" s reprizou v italské Perugii, s houslistou
Alessandrem Quartou a dirigentem Walterem Attanasim. S tim ve velkém sale Rudolfina provedli
v mezinarodnim péveckém obsazeni téz dvé slavna Requiem — Mozartovo (2016) a Cherubiniho (2017).
Prominentnim hostem orchestru Czech Virtuosi je americkd houslova virtuézka korejského plvodu
Esther Yoo, vystupujici dnes jiz se svétovymi orchestry a dirigenty doslova po celém svété. Od unora
2010 jen s Czech Virtuosi absolvovala na 40 koncert(.

V soucasné dobé, do konce tohoto roku, je orchestr pfipraven vycestovat se sopranistkou Natalii
Ushakovou na 5 koncertt do Badenu, Vaduzu, Mnichova, Vidné a Salcburku. Soucasné zvazuje pozvani
na dalsich 9 koncert( v roce 2020 do prestiznich koncertnich salt nékolika zemi Evropy.

Czech Virtuosi za 18 let své koncertni ¢innosti dokazali vzbudit enormni zéjem publika také o adventni
a vanocni koncerty v brnénskych chramovych prostorach, vénované zejména hudbé baroknich mistrd.

Koncertni ¢innost orchestru Czech Virtuosi je nemyslitelnd bez Ucasti na benefi¢nich koncertech pro
rdzné nadace, napt. Podané ruce, Betlém, ¢ijiz tradi¢né pro Masaryk(v onkologicky Ustav ale i opakované
pro organizaci SONS (Organizaci nevidomych a slabozrakych) ve Spanélském séle Prazského hradu.
Zaznamy nékterych koncertd vénovali i archivu TV Noe. Jiz tfikrat byli pfizvani k televiznimu ,,Koncertu
dobré vile” na Velehradé. Publikum i odborna kritika ceni na orchestru Czech Virtuosi stylovou cistotu,
barevnost, dokonalou souhru a spontanni muzikalnost.
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Nowadays, it's hard to imagine a musical life in Brno and other important performances throughout the
Czech Republic without the Czech Virtuosi Orchestra (Director of Art, Karel Prochazka, an educator at
the Faculty of Music at the Janacek Academy of Performing Arts and Music, at once a soloist at the Brno
Philharmonic; the orchestra’s manager, Miloslav Vavra, the lead viola player of the Janacek Opera Orchestra).
The rise of this remarkable “Mozart” musical ensemble that is currently on the European level began with
a concert at the Besedni dtim in Brno on 28 January 1989 under the lead of the Japanese conductor, Hideaki
Hirai, co-founder of the ensemble, which currently has 800 concerts under its belt, with at least one third
of these concerts taking place abroad. The Czech Virtuosi had its debut performance with John Rutter’s
Requiem, followed by the first“ Leos Janacek Festival” in Brno by studying the Irish conductor in a unique,
chamber version for 17 musical instruments, the master opera, the Cunning Little Vixen and later in Smetana
Hall in Prague, in the Czech premiere of the Japanese composition, the “Princess of the Moon” opera.

The Czech Virtuosi has kept a“Mozart type” of orchestra domain until now. Since Vienna is known for being
demanding and all-encompassing, it gave the ensemble this stigma. Vienna was the place, where four
successful performances of Mozart's operas not only became the starting block for the ensemble’s activities
in Europe but it also has a fateful link to this European music shrine. The Czech Virtuosi has performed
at every hall or important venue in Vienna, including Konzerthaus Hall, Musikverein or the Viennese State
Opera, where Dvorak’s Stabat Mater, Requiem, or Britten’s War Requiem are performed every year. These
oratory works are also performed in Waldsassen, Germany every year.

The Czech Virtuosi Orchestra is repeatedly invited to prestigious European festivals in France (Paris,
Fenétrange, Dijon, Antibes), Austria (Vienna, Salzburg), Germany (Festspiele Europaische Wochen Passau),
Belgium, the Netherlands, Spain, Italy (Rome, Perugia, the Vatican), Poland (the International Musica
Sacromontana Festival in Gostyn) and others. With its “genuine” group of 33 players, the Virtuosi performed
in Japan in 2003. It also gave a baroque performance in the autumn of 2010 and 2011 without the conductor,
under the artistic leadership of its conc. master, Pavel Wallinger.

In recent years, the Czech Virtuosi has received repeat invitations to prestigious concerts in France. In
2015, it studied and successfully performed L. L. Janacek’s Kata Kabanova with its international cast at the
year-round Festival of Czech Music in Dijon, France. Three years later, it performed Jenufa, with a repeat
performance in Caen, France. In the meantime, in 2016, the Czech Virtuosi performed Mozart's piano
concert and Dvorak’s 8™ Symphony with the conductor and soloist, Stefan Veselka. The Ensemble also
participates in other festivals in France every year.

The Czech Virtuosi performs more than half of its 30-35 concerts in Czech cities. It has already performed
twice in Sukova Hall in the Rudolfinum in Prague for the “Classical and Jazz Festival” , with a repeat
performance at Perugia, Italy with the Italian violinist, Alessandro Quarta and conductor, Walter Attanasi,
who also performed two famous Requiems, Mozart’s (2016) and Cherubini’s (2017), in Rudolfinum’s large
hall along with the international cast.

The young American violin virtuoso of Korean origin, Esther Yoo, is a prominent guest of the Czech Virtuosi
orchestra. Nowadays, she performs with world leading orchestras and conductors from all over the world.
Since February 2010, she has performed at 40 concerts with the Czech Virtuosi alone.

Currently and until the end of this year, the Orchestra is prepared to travel to 5 concerts in Baden, Vaduz,
Mnunich, Vienna and Salzburg with soprano singer, Natélie Ushakova. It is also considering the invitations
of another 9 concerts in 2020 at prestigious concert halls in several European countries.

In its 18 years of performing concerts, the Czech Virtuosi has been able to arouse the audience’s enormous
interest in Advent and Christmas concerts in the temples of Brno. These concerts primarily focus on the
music of baroque masters. The Three Wise Men concert together with the charismatic Jifi Pavlica and his
Settlement are held at the St. Peter’s Cathedral in Brno. These concerts are generally sold out in advance.
The concert activities of the Czech Virtuosi go hand in hand with participating at benefit concerts for various
foundations like Podané ruce, Bethlehem or traditionally for the Masaryk Oncology Institute and repeatedly
for the SONS Organization (an organization for the deaf and hard of hearing) in the Spanish Hall of the
Prague Castle.

They also donated records of some of their concerts to the TV Noe archive. They have already been invited
to the “Good Will TV Concert”in Velehrad three times.

The audience and expert critics appreciate the Orchestra’s purity, variety, perfect harmony and spontaneous
musicality.

Kraj na samém jihu Moravy, na hranici s Rakouskem a Slovenskem,
oplyva bohatou historii, pfekrdsnou a rozmanitou pfirodou, pamat-
kami, znamenitym vinem a zivoucimi folklérnimi tradicemi.

Na svété je mnoho okouzlujicich mist, avsak sotva se najde tako-
vé, ve kterém se v tésném sousedstvi nachazi dokonce Ctyfi svéto-
vé vyznamna teritoria, natolik cennd, Ze je pod svou ochranu vza-
la organizace UNESCO. Jsou to dvé pamétky zapsané do seznamu
kulturniho a pfirodniho dédictvi: kulturni krajina Lednicko-valticky
aredl, romanticka krajina s cetnymi drobnymi stavbami mezi dvéma
zamky, a vila Tugendhat - funkcionalisticka stavba z prvni poloviny
20. stoleti ve mésté Brné. Pod patronaci UNESCO se nachézi rovnéz
dvé biosférické rezervace: Dolni Morava a Bilé Karpaty. Jedine¢na je
polozka, kterd nedavno pfibyla na seznam nehmotného svétového
kulturniho dédictvi UNESCO, a to muzsky tanec verbunk ze Slovacka.
Kraj oplyva i mimotadnymi pfirodnimi krasami, jako je izemi Narod-
niho parku Podyji s cetnymi meandry a skalnatymi svahy porostlymi
lesy nebo Moravsky kras s krasovymi jeskynémi, propasti Macocha
a podzemni fekou Punkvou.

Jihomoravska metropole Brno, druhé nejvétsi mésto CR, nabizi ce-
lou fadu historickych a architektonickych pamatek. Kromé jiz zmi-
néné vily Tugendhat, je to dominanta mésta katedrala sv. Petra
a Pavla ¢i hrad Spilberk. Brno je také vyznamnym veletrznim més-
tem, aredl vystavisté letos slavi 80 let od svého zaloZeni. Nedaleko
Brna se nachazi proslulé Slavkovské bojisté (Austerlitz), misto Bitvy
tii cisafti v roce 1805. Kazdoro¢né se koncem roku uskute¢riuji vzpo-
minkové akce této mimoradné bitvy s ukazkami.

Jizni Morava je nejvyznamnéjsi vinohradnickou a vinafskou oblasti
u nas. Nachazi se zde pres 96 % viech vinic CR, které davaji hrozny
pro znamenitd vina. Neodmyslitelnym rysem jizni Moravy jsou Zivouci
lidové tradice. Pestré lidové kroje, pisné a tance, femesina vyroba - to vie
neni pouze soucasti folklérnich svatkd, ale vsedniho Zivota.

Milovniky aktivniho odpocinku v kraji uspokoji mnozstvi znace-
nych cyklotras, pésich tras a nau¢nych stezek ¢asto spojenych s po-
znanim vinafstvi a jeho tradice, ale také s moznosti degustaci vina.
Rozvoj také zaznamenava golf; kromé dvou 18ti jamkovych hfist
ve Slavkové a Kofenci je k dispozici i 27ti jamkové v Jinacovicich. Re-
laxaci po sportu obstaraji nové oteviené lazné s balneo provozem
v Lednici a zrekonstruované lazné v Hodoning, které dopliuji na-
bidku kraje. Nedilnou soucasti turistického ruchu na jizni Moravé je
i kongresova turistika.
