It is a great pleasure for me to present the bulletin of the 13th Leo§ Janaéek Competition — looking
back at just finished competition which was for the first time introduced in a completely new organization
form and which meant a breakthrough on the way to the international character of the competition.

SoutéZz LeoSe Janacka pro smyccova
kvarteta m& pomérné kruté vékové vymezeni sto
let pro souCet véku jednotlivcd, které zni tak
vytvafi prostor vyhradné pro komorni miladi.
Ansamblova hra vtomto véku je vétSinou
zakotvena na Skole, mé& podobu povinnosti,
nékdy se svaznym zajmem ani nesetka, jindy
zajem pohasne, kdyz studenti zjisti Casové
naroky této kategorie a problematiku souhry
nastrojové i povahové. Z tisice kvartet jich 990
brzy zanikne vétSinou na nedostatek nadSeni
nebo osobni neshody. S témi desiti zbylymi se
potom potkdvame na soutéZich. Byvame svédky
jejich pferodu zza&ki na mladé umélce.
Sledujeme jak se zbavuji pefi ptaCat a odivaji se
vlastnim vbarvé orli i holubic. Kazdé jejich
vefejné vystoupeni je zkuSebnim mavnutim kfidly
a kazda soutéz je vyletem zhnizda. Soutéz
L.Janacka patfi svymi naroky do kategorie
vhodné jen pro ty nejvyspélejsi.

ViyhlaSeni kazdé soutéZze je vyzvou, které
neodola vzdycky vétsi poCet zajemcl, nez se
nakonec k méfeni sil dostavi. Vedle téch, kterym
zabranily v Ucasti néjaké objektivni pfiCiny se neobjevi ti, co pfecenili svoje sily nebo vytrvalost. V nasi
soutézi to byla cela polovina pfihlaSenych, ktefi prohréli tu ¢ast soutéze, kdy bojuji sami se sebou. Jen
pét souborl dokézalo splnit, co si pfedsevzali, tedy nacviCit k danému terminu zadana &tyfi dila. Pfesto,
Ze cela polovina Ukolu sestavala z pokladnice ¢eské tvorby, dostavila se k soutéZi tfi zahrani¢ni kvarteta
-z Francie, Polska a Madarska. Soubor z Budapesti si odvazi 3. cenu a francouzskeé kvarteto cenu za
nejlepsi provedeni dila A. Dvofaka — maly paradox!

Kazda umélecka soutéZ je snahou zméfit néco nezméfitelného. Zivy hudebni vykon je ovlivnén tolika
okolnostmi, Ze je s&m o sobé veliCinou velice nestalou a k jejimu hodnoceni se schazeji porotci, z nichz
kazdy si pfinasi jiny metr dany jeho osobnimi zkuSenostmi a povahovym vyladénim. Vérite, ze kazdy
zodpovédny porotce pocituje néco jako porodni bolesti, kdyz ma spoustu postiehli a dojml
z vystoupeni vtésnat do jediného Cisla bodového hodnoceni.

Cisla se se¢tou a vydéli a vznikne néco, co se jen malokdy shoduje s individualni predstavou
jednotlivych hodnotitell a jeSté méné Casto odpovida predstavé hodnoceného uméice.

VSichni ucastnici maji pravo si myslet — jina pétice porotcli by nas vnimala jinak. Budiz to Gtéchou
tém, ktefi neuspéli stejné jako varovanim pro ty ocenéné. Symbolickym dokladem toho je nazev vitéze
nasi soutéze — kvarteta lkarus. lkarus se ve slunci uznéni hfeje na nejvy$Sim stupni a jak je znamo
z mytologie, pravé vyska pfivodila ztratu kfidel a pad davného hrdiny stejného jména. si musi davat ve
vySce pozor na svoje kfidla. Zda se, Ze nase soutéZ miluje paradoxy.

Tato soutéz tedy skonCila, je as pfipravovat se na jiné. Pral bych si, abyste na nasi nebozku na své
dal$i cesté k umélecké zralosti vSichni vzpominali v dobrém. Repertoarovy pfinos soutéznich skladeb
vam ji bude pfipominat a véfim, Ze i jiné, pfi soutézi ziskané zkuSenosti ,vdm budou k uZitku. Jménem
celé poroty vam pfeji hodné Uspéchu pfi pfistich soutézich, at vam nevyschne pramen tolerance k sobé
navzajem a aby se vam ve svété komorni hudby libilo a dafilo.




Leo$ Janacek International Competition for string quartets has a relatively cruel age limit - the total of
participants’ ages should equal one hundred years - which creates room for solely chamber music
youth. Ensemble playing at this age is primarily incorporated in school curriculum, has a form of an
obligation and therefore it sometimes does not meet with a great interest. In other cases the interest
fades out as soon as the students find out how time-demanding this discipline is and how problematic
the harmony of their characters as well as their instruments can be. Out of one thousand string quartets
nine hundred and ninety-nine of them perish very soon, mainly due to a lack of enthusiasm and
personal difference of opinion. We meet the remaining ten of them at competitions. We can witness their
transformation from pupils into young artists. We can observe how they are getting rid of their fledgling
plumage how they are getting dressed into their own one in the colour of eagles and doves. Each of
their public performances is a testing flap of their wings and each competition is a trip out of their nest.
Leo$ Janacek Competition belongs, due to its requirement, into the category suitable for the most
advanced only.

The competition is a challenge which cannot be resisted by a high number of those interested,
however a lower number of them actually comes to pitting their strength against each other. Apart from
those who cannot come due to objective reasons, there are others who do not appear because they
have overestimated their strength or stamina. In our competition it was a whole half of those enrolled
who lost the part of the competition where they fought with themselves. Only five string quartets
managed to accomplish what they had determined to, i.e. to rehearse four assigned compositions in
a given time. Despite the fact that a half of the task consisted of Czech treasured production, three
foreign sting quartets entered the competition — from France, Poland and Hungary. The ensemble from
Hungary received the third prize and the French quartet got a prize for the best performance of
a composition by A. Dvofak — a small paradox.

Each artistic competition tries to measure the immeasurable. Live music performance is influenced
by so many circumstances that it itself is very unstable; for its evaluation there is a jury whose members
bring different standards based on personal experience and character. Please believe us that each
responsible member of the jury feels something like labour pains when they have to squeeze plenty of
observations and impressions from the performances into one only number of point assessments.

Numbers are counted up and divided and the result very rarely corresponds to individual ideas of
every single jury member and moreover it hardy ever corresponds to the idea of the assessed artist. All
participants have the right to think — “A different five-member jury would perceive us in a totally different
way”. Would that it could be a comfort for those who did not succeed as well as a warning for those
awarded.

The 13t year of the competition finished and the preparation of the 14t year has been in full swing.
We wish it artistic and organization success and generous sponsors.

Adolf Sykora - housle/violin
Ceska republika/Czech Republic

Adolf Sykora absolvoval Janackovu akademii
muzickych uméni v Brné obor Hra na housle. Od
roku 1952 byl ¢lenem Janackova kvarteta, s nimz
koncertoval ve vice nez padesati zemich vSech
kontinentd. V tomto souboru, ocenéném mnoha
narodnimi i zahrani¢nimi cenami, pusobil do roku
1993. Solové koncertoval prevazné s pianistkou
Jifinou Kolmanovou jako komorni duo v Cesku,
Polsku a Kanadé. Od roku 1963 vyucuje na HF
JAMU v Brné. Je profesorem hry na housle a
komorni hudby. Pusobil i jako pedagog na
interpretadnich  kurzech v Cesku, Holandsku,
Némecku, Rakousku, Angli, USA a Kanadg.
Adolf Sykora byva Casto zvan do porot narodnich
i mezinrodnich soutézi. Sam ziskal Fadu
ocenéni a vyznamenani — Senior Prix (2001),
Zlatd medaile JAMU (2003), Cena mésta Brna
(2004).

Adolf Sykora graduated as a violinist at the JanaCek Academy of Music and Performing Arts in Brno.
From 1952 he was a member of the Janacek Quartet where he played until 1993. He performed with the
Quartet in more than fifty countries of all continents and gained many national and international awards.
As a soloist he mainly performed with a pianist Jifina Kolmanova in the Czech Republic, Poland and
Canada. Since 1963 he has taught at the Faculty of Music of the Janacek Academy of Music and
Performing Arts in Brno. He is a professor of playing the violin and chamber music. He gives master
classes in the Czech Republic, Holland, Germany, Austria, England, USA and Canada. Adolf Sykora
has been invited to be a member of the jury in several national and international competitions. Himself
he has gained many honours and awards — Senior Prix (2001), Gold Medal of JAMU (2003), Prize of
Statutory City of Brno (2004).



Evzen Rattay - violoncello/violoncello
Ceska republika/Czech Republic

Evzen Rattay je jeden ze zakladatell
Talichova kvarteta, se kterym procestoval
béhem ftficeti let cely svét (vice nez 3000
= koncertt) a natoCil fadu kvartetnich kompletl
' vCetné Mozarta, Beethovena, Bartoka i
Smetany a Janacka. Solové nahrél vSechny
svity J. S. Bacha, sonaty a variace L. van
Beethovena (pro francouzskou Calliope) a také
komplet sonat A. Vivaldiho a CD Best of cello s
popularnimi a virtuosnimi skladbami. V posledni
dobé vyslo CD s jeho live nahravkou Dvofakova
a Haydnova koncertu s Hodoninskym sym-
fonickym orchestrem. Jako sdlista vystupoval
v mnoha zemich Evropy vCetné slavné Wigmore
Hall v Londyné ¢i v Japonsku napf. v Suntory Hall v Tokyu. Vede mistrovské kurzy doma i v zahranici
(Jezreel Valley v Izraeli, Ameropa Bechyné aj.). Kromé bézného repertoaru hraje i hudbu, kterd byla
dfive vyhrazena jinym nastrojum, napf jazz nebo folklor, coz dokumentuje CD Cello-party, natoéené
souborem Violoncelli da camera, jehoz je zakladatelem a uméleckym vedoucim. Je rovnéz ¢lenem Tria
Antonina Dvoraka. Evzen Rattay hraje na nastroj Stradivari.

Evzen Rattay is one of the most eminent Czech cellist. He is a graduate of the Academy of Music in
Prague and plays a Stredivarius cello. In 1972 he won First Prize at the Beethoven Cello Competition in
Hradec u Opavy (Czech Republic). He toured the world with the Talich Quartet (of which he was the co-
founder), with whom he performed more than three thousand concerts. Each year, the Talich Quartet
performed concerts in leading French Festivals and was also highly appreciated in Great Britain,
Germany, Japan and the United States. The Quartet recorded many musical masterpieces, including
the complete Beethoven, Mozart and Bartok string quartets, for which they obtained the “Grand Prix du
Disque”. In recent years EvZen Rattay has been devoting more time to his soloist career. He has
performed throughout Europe (including at the Wigmore Hall in London) and in Japan (in the Santory
Hall Tokyo). He recorded the complete Beethoven sonatas and variations for Calliope, the French
record label, and also the complete Suites by J.S.Bach. He also recorded the complete Vivaldi Sonatas.
Besides the common cello repertoire, EvZen has also been accompanied by non-traditional instrumants
and arranged some famous pieces for such musicial ensembles. Some of these works are available on
two CD’s, Best of Cello and Cello - Party. EvZen Rattay is also member of Trio of Antonin Dvorak.



Ladislav Kyselak - viola/viola

Ladislav Kyselak je vedle sveé solistické
¢innosti také vyhleddvanym komornim hracem.
Pravideln& nahrava pro Cesky rozhlas, znamy je
i z hudebnich poradu televize. RovnéZ uskute¢nil
celou fadu nahravek pro Ceska i zahraniéni
hudebni vydavatelstvi. Koncertoval v mnoha
zemich Evropy, v USA a Japonsku. Z mnoha
soutéZi, kterych se Ladislav Kyseldk zucastnil,
patfi jisté za zminku Cestné uznani z roku 1975
v interpretaéni soutéi Ministerstva kultury CSR a
vroce 1979 vitézstvi s titulem laureata v téze
soutéZi. Z ostrova Man ve Velké Britanii si pfivez
Cestné uznani (1980) a z Portsmouthu titul
laureata (1985). Ladislav Kyselak pusobil CEtyfi
roky jako pedagog na konzervatofi v Pardubicich
a vletech 1986-1989 zastaval misto prvniho
violisty ve Slovenské filharmonii v Bratislaveé.
V poloviné roku 1989 se stava ¢lenem proslulého
Janackova kvarteta a zaroven vyucuje na
Janackové akademii muzickych uméni v Brné,
kde plsobi dodnes jako docent hry na violu.
Jeho repertoar je vSestranny. Zahruje skladby
solove, komorni i orchestralni od barokniho slohu az po soucasny.

Ladislav Kyselak besides his solo activities, he is in demand as a chamber music player. He
regularly records at the Czech radio, and is well known from television music programmes. He has also
made a number of recordings for Czech and foreign music publishers. He toured many European
countries, as well as the USA and Japan. Of the many competitions that Ladislav Kyselak has taken
part in, is worth mentioning the honorary mention from the year 1975 at the competition of the Czech
Ministry of Culture, in 1979 victory and the title of laureate in the same competition. He brought another
honorary mention from the Isle of Man in Great Britain (1980) and the title of laureate from Portsmouth
(1985). Ladislav Kyselak was a teacher for four years at the Pardubice Conservatory and in the years
1986-1989 he played the first viola in the Slovak Philharmonic in Bratislava. In mid-1989 he became a
member of the well known Janacek Quartet and at the same time taught at the Janacek Academy of
Music and Dramatic Arts in Brno, where he still affects as a docent. His repertoire is broad. It includes
solo compositions, chamber and orchestra, ranging from the Baroque style to the music of today.



Seppo Tukiainen - housle
Finsko/Finland

Seppo Tukiainen absolvoval na Sibeliové
Akademii v Helsinkach, obor housle. B€hem jeho
umélecké kariéry ziskal fadu ocenéni na
mezinarodnich houslovych soutézich. V letech
1958-1972 plsobil v Helsinském filharmonickém
orchestru a stal se také koncertnim mistrem
Helsinského komorniho orchestru. Od roku 1972
vyucCuije jako profesor hry na housle na Sibeliové
akademii v Helsinkach. Seppo Tukiainen spolu-
pracoval se smyccovym kvartetem Sibeliovy
akademie a také s Finskym smyCcovym kvar-
tetem. S témito kvartety vystupoval v Severnim
zemich, Evropé, USA, Kanadé, Jizni Americe
a Rusku. Vyznamné se podilel na nahravani
skladeb J. Sibelia, J. Kokkenena a D.
Shostakoviche. Na hudebnim festivalu Naantali
vystupoval s nékolika svétovymi umeélci, jako jsou
. Stern, R. Ricci, J.Laredo, P. Tortelier aj.

Seppo Tukiainen graduated as a violinist at the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki. During his artistic
carrer he won several prize in international violin competition. From 1958 to 1972 he played in the
Helsinki Philharmonic Orchestra. He was a concertmaster in the Helsinki Chamber Orchestra as well.
Since 1972 he has taught at the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki as a professor of playing the violin. Seppo
Tukiainen co-operated with the Sibelius Academy String Quartet and the Finlandia String Quartet as
well. With those quartets he performed in Northern countries, Europe, USA, Canada, South America
and Russia. He shared in recordings of masterpieces by J. Sibelius, J. Kokkonen and D. Shostakovich.
He also played with several world stars at the Naantali Music Festival, such as I. Stern, R. Ricci,

J.Laredo, P. Tortelier etc.
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Sandor Devich — housle/violin
Madarsko/Hungary

Sandor Devich absolvoval na Lisztové Academii v
Budapesti obor Hra na housle. Od roku 1957 plsobil po
dvacet pét let v Bartokové kvartetu (druhé housle). Spolu
s kvartetem koncertoval ve vSech zemich Evropy, USA,
v Kanadé, Austrélii, Japonsku, Hong Kongu, Singapuru,
na Filipinach a Novém Zélandu. Spolecné nato€ili fadu
kvartetnich  kompleti, véetné Mozarta, Beethovena,
Bartoka ¢&i Brahmse, a dalSich vyznamnych dél komorni
hudby. V roce 1981 ziskal cenu UNESCO. Ve stejném
roce zacal vyuCovat na Lisztové Akademii v Budapesti,
kde pusobi i v souCasné dobé (od roku 2005 jako
,profesor emeritus). Jako pedagog se zucastiuje
mistrovskych kurz( po celém svété (napf. v Recku,
Holandsku, Svédsku, Brazilii, Japonsku). Je ¢asto zvan do
porot mezinarodnich soutézi (Rim, Melbourne, Petrohrad,
Zeneva, Vymar atd.). Sandor Devich je také aktivni na poli
publikovani (napf. Sonaty a partity J. S. Bacha) a transkripci. Vydal knihu s nazvem ,Co je smyccovy
kvartet?”.

Sandor Devich graduated as a violinist at the F. Liszt Academy of Music in Budapest. From 1957 he
played second violin in the Bartok String Quartet for twenty-five years. He performed with the Bartok
Quartet in all European countries, USA, Canada, Australia, New Zeland, Japan, Hong Kong, Philippines
and Singapore. The Quartet recorded many musical masterpieces, including the complete Beethoven,
Mozart, Brahms and Bartok string quartets and other chamber music. In 1981 he gained UNESCO
Prize. Since 1981 he has taught at the F. Liszt Academy in Budapest (since 2005 as a “professor
emeritus”). He gives master classes and lectures all over the world (e. g. Greece, Holland, Sweden,
Brazil, Japan). He has been invited to be a member of the jury in several international competitions
(Rome, Melbourne, St. Petersburg, Genova, Weimar etc.). Sandor Devich is active in field publication
(e. g. Sonatas and Partitas by J. S. Bach) and transcription as well. He also published a book called
“What is String Quartet?”.
