During the civilisation development animal instincts have softened into more cultivated
forms — for example into competitions in which not physical dominance but considerable ability to speak
to the spirit of listeners becomes priority.

However, a lot of the candidates have
already gathered a sufficient amount of immunity not only against evil spirits in the air but also against
their own risks of imperfection. | hope that their tenaciousness, qualification and other characteristics
united into the term “talent” will speak to us personally and we will hear Bach, Paganini and Janacek
composing their music before our ears here and now. Only one of them can carry off the crown of
victory. However, even the last one has a chance that once it will be him or her. Therefore, let us
appreciate every performance which builds the barrier against deafening dirt of commercialism and
takes us to the paradise of dignified spirits.

May the victorious trumpets of Leos§ Janacek light up and announce to the world that new columns of
a long line of musicians have turned up to support the fragile culture of this planet.

Stal se laureatem nékolika
mezinarodnich  soutézi  (Pafiz, Montreal,
Praha — 1. cena). Po skonceni studii nastoupil
do Ceského tria (1968-1979), stal se solistou

- Symfonického orchestru hlavniho mésta Prahy
FOK (1979-1991) a od roku 1979 je primariem Sukova kvarteta. Solové ¢innosti se vénuje od r. 1965,
odehral mnoZstvi premiér skladeb svych soucasnik (FiSer, Barta, Matéj, Korte atd.).

Pedagogickou drahu zahajil v roce 1968 na AMU, odkud byl nucen v roce 1975 z politickych divod
odejit. Poté pomahal budovat smy¢cové oddéleni na pardubické konzervatofi. V roce 1990 se vratil zpét
na AMU, byl jmenovan profesorem a vykonaval sedm let funkci prodékana pro zahranici.

Korea,
Austrélie aj.). V roce 2005 vyucoval v Mozarteu v Salzburgu.

PiSe Clanky do odborného tisku, nahrava pro rozhlas a televizi, je ¢lenem soutéznich porot doma
i v zahranigi. Vytvafi téZ nevSedni koncertni programy pod nazvem ,Se Strausem za hranice véednich
dnd“, v nichz Casto viazuje hudbu do obecnych kulturnich souvislosti. Jiz druhy rok pfipravuje pro
Cesky rozhlas pravidelnou ,Poslucharnu Ivana Strause®. Vroce 2006 obdrzel Cenu Mezinarodni
spole¢nosti pro védu a kulturu.

Ivan Straus started to play the violin at the age of 6. After graduation from Prague conservatory and the
Academy of Music and Performing Arts in Prague, he finished his studies by aspiratura at Moscow
Conservatory of P.l.Tchaikowski. He has become laureate of several international competitions (Paris,
Montreal, Prague — 1st prize). After his studies he performed in the Czech Trio (1968-1979), became
a soloist of the Prague Symphony Orchestra FOK (1979-1991) and since 1979 he has been first violin
of the Suk Quartet. Since 1965 he has been pursuing his solo career and has performed a number of
first nights of compositions by his contemporaries (FiSer, Barta, Matgj, Korte, etc.).

Ivan Straus started his pedagogical career in 1968 at AMU in Prague, where he was forced to resign
later on due to political reasons. After that he started to establish a string department at conservatory in
Pardubice. In 1990 he was allowed to return to AMU, he was appointed Professor and for seven years
he was a subdean for international relations. At present he supervises an international class at AMU,
performs solo and in duo with his daughter Michaela, he is a chairman of the Bohuslav Martind
Foundation, Josef Suk Society, European String Teachers Association (ESTA) and is invited to master
classes all over the world (Austria, Sweden, Switzerland, the Netherlands, France, USA, China, South
Korea, Australia, etc.). In 2005 he taught at Mozarteum in Salzburg, Austria.

His articles are published in scientific journals, Ivan Straus makes recordings for television and radio,
he is a jury member of competitions in the Czech Republic as well as abroad. He also creates
a remarkable concert program under the name “With Straus beyond bounds of ordinary days”, in which
he incorporates music into general culture and social connections. For 2 years he has been preparing
aregular Czech radio programme “lvan Straus Auditorium”. In 2006 he received an award from the
International Society for Science and Culture.

Zakhar Bron and Victor Tretjakov. He successfully took part in about 20 competitions where he was
awarded the first prizes, gained the titles of laureate and special awards (for example: the Competition
of Jaroslav Kocian, Concertino Praga, the Competition of L. van Beethoven in Hradec, the Violin
Competition of O. Sevéik in Pisek, The International Competition of P. I. Tchaikovsky in Moscow, The
Prague Spring Festival, Premio Paganini in Genova and the International Competition in Tokio. He is
the holder of the prize of the Italian radio and television company RAI and the medal of H. Wieniawski.
He executes his extraordinarily wide repertoire (comprising for example more than 50 titles with
orchestra) in cooperation with the leading Czech ensembles as well as abroad, he gives concerts on the
distinguished stages of Europe (Armenia, Belgium, France, ltaly, Cyprus, Luxembourgh, Poland, Spain,
Switzerland, Austria, Germany, Netherland, Great Britain), Japan (Suntory Hall, Tokyo Bunka Kainkan,
Izumi Hall etc.) and the U.S.A. (Carnegie Hall). He makes recordings of CDs for foreign and Czech
labels, cooperates with many radio and television companies (The Czech Radio, WNYC - New York,
WAMC - Albany, NHK). Aside from his activities as a soloist, he has been teaching as an associate
professor of violin play at the Janacek Academy of Music and Performing Arts in Brno, and he teaches
annually in the international performance courses (the Czech Republic, Japan, U.S.A.).

FrantiSek Veselka has been living in Norway since 1969. Veselka studied at the Kromeriz Music
Conservatory and at the Janacek Academy of Music and Performing Arts in Brno where he graduated in
1963. F. Veselka was a firmly established artist in his homeland before taking up residency in Norway.
Then he studied also in London, New York, Rome and Paris. He has given many concerts in Poland,
Spain, Yugoslavia, Denmark, Finland, France and Czechoslovakia and also, throughout the years in
Norway. From 1969-1973 Veselka was the leader of Stavanger Symphony Orchestra an since then
principal violin teacher and professor at the Rogaland Music Conservatory now Faculty of Arts and
Education in University of Stavanger). He has also taught at the Norwegian State Academy of music in
Oslo. Besides his teaching duties Veselka has been very active as soloist and chamber musician. He
has become noted for his many radio recordings for Norwegian Broadcasting Corporation (NRK), and
for his tours for "Ny Musikk" (the Norwegian Section of ISCM). Veselka appeared several times at the
Bergen International Festival. He has several CD recordings to his credit. It was partly for his four
volume "New Norwegian Violin Music" recordings that Veselka was hailed "Performer of the Year" by
the Norwegian Society of Composers in 1988.

Yehudi Menuhina, Mezinarodni soutéZ L. Spohra a soutéz v Usti nad Orlici), G&inkovali na koncertech
v nejlepSich koncertnich salech v Evropé, Spojenych statech Americkych i Australii, a nahravali pro
nejvétsi mezinarodni nahravaci spolednosti, jako napf. BIS (Svédsko) a Deutsche Gramophone
(Némecko). Jeji student llja Gringoltz ziskal 1. misto na Wieniawského mezinarodni juniorské soutézi
(1997) a na Paganiniho mezinarodni soutézi (1998). llja Gringoltz se tak v Sestnacti letech stal
nejmladsim vitézem v historii Paganiniho soutéze.

Tatjana Liberova was born in Riga and got her musical education in St. Petersburg. She has been
teaching for thirty-eight years at the Vasileostrovsky musical school and at the Rimsky-Korsakov
Conservatory in St. Petersburg. Nowadays is Tatjana Liberova also working as a guest professor at the
Conservatory in Lahti, Finland.

Her professional experience includes: collaboration with Scuola di Musica di Fiesole, Florence (ltaly),
holding master classes in Russia (Moscow, Kostamus), Austria (Vienna), Poland (Vrotslav, Krakov),
France (Nice), Sweden (Malmoe), Germany (Altensteig), Estonia (Tallinn), Italy (Lucca, Portogruaro),
Spain (Murcia). She was invited as a chairman of the jury at the International competition of violinists in
Petrozavodsk, Russia in 2003 and as a jury member at the Georg Philipp Telemann competition,
Poznan (Poland), the Gavrilin International competition, Vologda (Russia) and the Alexejev competition,
Moscow (Russia).

Her students have won in more than twenty international violin competitions (International Yehudi
Menuhin competition, the International Spohr competition and the Usti nad Orlici competition) and give
concerts in the best philharmonic halls of Europe, USA, Australia and record for biggest international
recording companies like BIS (Sweden) and Deutsche Gramophone (Germany). llya Gringoltz, her
student, won 1st Prize at the International Wieniawsky junior competition in 1997 and at the International
Paganini competition in 1998. At the age of sixteen llya Gringoltz became the youngest winner in the
Paganini competition’s history.

Semyon Yaroshevich has been a full-time professor at Rubin Academy since 1990. He is a graduate of
the Odessa Conservatory and completed his postgraduate studies under the legendary David Oistrakh
at the Moscow Academy. From 1959 to 1962, he was a soloist with the Odessa Philharmonic. He served
more than 25 years as professor and chairman of the faculty of string instruments at the Academy of
Music in Vladivostock and Gorky. More than 100 of his students serve as members of famous orchestras
in the USA, Germany, the Czech Republic, Spain, Australia and Russia. Many of his pupils are also
laureates of international and all-USSR and Russian Federation prizes. Professor Yaroshevich has
appeared as violinist and conductor on tours in the USSR, Poland, and Japan. He regularly gives master
classes in the USA, Germany, the Czech Republic, Ukraine and Russia (Moscow, Leningrad).

Michat Grabarczyk is a graduate of the State Primary Music School and the State Secondary Music School
in £6dz (with honours) in the class of Prof. Zbigniew Frieman. He received a foreign scholarship from the
Ministry of Culture and Art. He also graduated from the Moscow Conservatoire, studying under Prof. Dymitr
Cyganow and Zoria Szichmurzajewa, with honours. During his period of studies, he commenced concert
career, which he has continued with acclaim to the present day. He was the winner of a number of
international violin competitions: in 1967, 6% place at the Henryk Wieniawski Competition in Poznan, in 1969
— silver medal at the Jacques Thibaud Competition in Paris, in 1970 — 31 prize at the Nicolo Paganini
Competition in Genua, and in 1976 — silver medal at the Music Festival in Bordeaux. Following graduation,
he was invited by the Vice-Chancellor of the State College of Music in Poznan, Professor Stefan Stuligrosz,
to commence didactic activities. He gave concerts in the majority of European countries, as well as in the
USA, Australia, New Zeeland, Jamaica, Cuba and in other countries around the world.

As a concertmaster, chamber musician and soloist, he collaborated with the most famous symphony
and chamber orchestras in Poland: the Chamber Orchestra of the National Philharmonic conducted by Karol
Teutsch, the Wojciech Rajski Chamber Orchestra, and the Polish Chamber Orchestra of Jerzy Maksymiuk,
holding a number of international tours. He performed numerous archival recordings, for both television and
radio. He was the first in Europe to record a series of H. Wieniawski's caprices, “L'ecole moderna”, op. 10.
This recording was also published in England. He is a regular collaborator of the Academy of Music in
Poznan. He has supervised the studies of a few dozen talented violinists. Presently, he is a Professor of this
Academy, as well as a Professor of the Academy of Music in £6dz, combining live performances with
didactic activities.

V. HudeCek (LuhaCovice, Czech Republic); this year she was evaluated as the most promising participant and
received a master violin. A part of this award is the opportunity to perform with V. Hudedek at his Christmas tour

concerts.
